Mode of Instruction Definitions

Accelerated: Accelerated programs are offered at a fast pace that
condenses the time to completion. Students typically take enough credits
aimed at completing the program in a year or two.

Evening/Weekend: Courses meet on the UW-Madison campus only
in evenings and/or on weekends to accommodate typical business
schedules. Students have the advantages of face-to-face courses with
the flexibility to keep work and other life commitments.

Face-to-Face: Courses typically meet during weekdays on the UW-
Madison Campus.

Hybrid: These programs combine face-to-face and online learning
formats. Contact the program for more specific information.

Online: These programs are offered 100% online. Some programs may
require an on-campus orientation or residency experience, but the courses
will be facilitated in an online format.

Assessments There are three possible exit requirements for the MA. One
and of the following three options will be chosen in consultation

with the advisors.

+ Students should select two substantially revised
and/or expanded research papers completed during
their graduate study to submit to their committee
(the advisors and one additional faculty member). In
addition to the written papers, an oral presentation of
these papers to the committee is required.

Examinations

+ An approximately 50-page MA thesis. In addition to
the written thesis, an oral presentation of the thesis
to the committee is required. This option is usually
appropriate for a student who wishes to continue in the
PhD program.

+ An option chosen in consultation with the advisors.

Language Completion of the third year of study of an Asian language
Requirements or the second year of study of two Asian languages,
or the equivalent level of proficiency as established by
examination by department faculty and staff. Additional
language study may be required by the advisors.
