DEPARTMENT FUNDING

The department itself does not typically award fellowships or scholarships
to Master's students.

However, Master's students are eligible to apply for C&l and non-C&l
teaching assistantships, project assistantships, or research assistantships
through the campus jobs portal (https://studentjobs.wisc.edu/).
Assistantships are also available at the Wisconsin Center for Education
Research (http://www.wcerwisc.edu/). These assistantships are awarded
to qualified, full-time graduate students and typically involve 10-20 hours
of professional work each week, usually in close collaboration with one or
more professors. Assistantships provide a stipend and may include the
cost of tuition (excluding segregated fees).
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
