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1. (Breadth of Knowledge) Examples of competence may include
demonstrating awareness of historical and intellectual context,
educational practices, critical research paradigms within the broader
field of Curriculum and Instruction, and theories and approaches from
other fields as appropriate for their research.

2. (Depth of Knowledge) Examples of competence may include
demonstrating mastery of concepts, theories, and research, and
understanding of relevant educational practices and contexts,
sufficient to pose questions that extend the current boundaries of
knowledge within their chosen subfield of Curriculum and Instruction.

3. (Research Approaches and Epistemological Foundations) Examples
of competence may include articulating research problems that build
on history, theory, research, and practice within their subfield of
Curriculum and Instruction; choosing research methods appropriate to
those problems and demonstrating understanding of epistemological
foundations underlying those methods.
