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REQUIREMENTS
REQUIRED COURSES
Students must complete 9 credits. Because of the breadth of
environmental studies, a fixed sequence is not prescribed, since the
appropriate selection of courses will be dictated in large part by the
coursework in the major degree. However, students are required to
select courses that collectively give them insight into an area that can be
understood only by combining insights from multiple disciplines. In most
cases this will build off of a student’s major field of study. For example, a
student majoring in a laboratory or physical science may wish to emphasize
coursework in social sciences or humanities to give perspective on how
natural science interfaces with social or humanistic concerns. Doctoral
minor and major credits/courses cannot overlap or double-count.

Prior Coursework
Up to three credits may transfer from prior coursework taken at other
institutions. Transcripts must be submitted to verify transfer credit.
