REQUIREMENTS

Students are required to complete at least 12 credits in Scandinavian
Studies (SCAND ST (https://guide.wisc.edu/courses/scand_st/)) at the
graduate level, and reading proficiency in one Scandinavian language
(including old or modern Icelandic) or in Finnish or Sami.
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
