ADMISSIONS
Students wishing to minor in Second Language Acquisition (SLA) should
first contact the relevant SLA committee member (http://sla.wisc.edu/
people/faculty/) in their department who will refer them to the SLA minor
advisor. Students declaring the doctoral minor are required to meet with
the minor advisor, before registering for courses.

Students without a background in linguistics and language pedagogy
are encouraged to complete introductory linguistics and teaching
methodology courses before starting the doctoral minor.
