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Each LSC student is assigned to both an academic advisor and a faculty
mentor in LSC. The academic advisor is a professional advisor who works
with students on planning their coursework, as well as navigating and
getting involved on campus. Current and prospective students should
contact the advisor with questions.

The faculty mentors are LSC faculty and instructors who provide students
with another direct contact and resource in the department specifically
focusing on career conversations as well as how to get involved in research
as a student.

CAREER OPPORTUNITIES
LSC alumni hold professional positions in communications, digital
marketing, environmental advocacy, and research or consulting in a
variety of industries including health care, media, education, agriculture,
information technology and life sciences. Many pursue advanced degrees
in graduate and professional programs in the health, biological, social and
physical sciences.

Graduates are recognized for their skills in social media, event
management, marketing, leadership, public speaking, customer service,
public relations, strategic planning, research, data analysis, writing and
digital video production.

LSC has a large alumni network across many industries and fields. To
connect students to these networks, LSC hosts career panels during the
academic year, posts alumni profiles (https://lsc.wisc.edu/alumni-friends/
what-our-undergraduate-alumni-are-doing/) on its website, and manages
a LinkedIn group to share job opportunities and facilitate connections
between alumni and students.
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
