PROFESSIONAL SEQUENCE

The professional coursework was designed to be completed in four
semesters, starting in the fall after admission to the program.

Most classes
must be taken during specified semesters, while the scheduling of other
requirements is more flexible; some may be completed prior to beginning
the sequence.
