We strongly encourage a study-abroad program as part of your Art
History learning. You gain firsthand experience of other cultures and
languages and have the opportunity to study major works of art. Credit for
appropriate coursework may be applied toward the major; see the Study
Abroad website (https://studyabroad.wisc.edu/academics/).
