DECLARING THE MAJOR

Students who have completed the prerequisite coursework may declare
the German major at any time by consulting with the German program’s
undergraduate advisor.

Students declared in the German certificate may not be declared in
the German major at the same time. Students who do wish to declare
this major must first cancel their declaration in the certificate.

Prerequisites for the Major in German

A total of 9 credits of language coursework at the third-year (post-204,
"2xx") level is required for the German major. Third-year German language
courses (GERMAN 249, GERMAN 258, GERMAN 262, GERMAN 285) are
not sequenced; they may be taken in any order and/or simultaneously.
